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Flintlock & Percussion Pistols

A Good 756 Musket Bore 1796 Pattern Heavy Dragoon Pistol, 96 barrel struck with Ordnance
Tower proofs at breech, full walnut stock with bag shaped butt, the right side of the wrist near
the top stamped with a crips crowned Board of Ordnance mark dated 1808, fitted with brass
trigger-guard and rammer pipe. The lock of rounded form, the same style as the early model
India Pattern only reduced in proportion, (1777 pattern government lock) stamped with the Tower
Crown G.R. cypher and with the small crown arrow inspection stamp. This pattern of pistol is
also known as the modified 1796 H.D. pistol, the original model having the Nock screwless lock,
which was found to be expensive and slow to manufacture, hence simplified to this form. Pistols
such as this were produced for issue to all heavy cavalry regiments and carried by them during
and after the Napoleonic wars including the Peninsular and Waterloo. Produced in relatively
small numbers compared to the Light Dragoon and New Land pattern pistols they are quite scare
today, in fact this is the first specimen we have had for a number of years. It is in exceptionally
good condition, with fine sharp stock, barrel to a pleasing plum patina, and the lock to grey,
brown. A top-quality example and credit to any collection. A1895




A Rare .656 Dublin Castle Pattern 1777/94 Light Dragoon Flintlock Pistol, 96 barrel stamped with
Ordnance proofs at breech, brass mounted full walnut stock, with short lobed buttcap, fitted with
brass tipped wooden rammer. Extra flat pattern of lock with border line engraving marked Dublin
Castle on tail and with the Crown G.R. cypher to the centre. Pistols such as this were made for
issue to light cavalry regiments on the Irish establishment but went with them wherever they
went. The Dublin Castle marking ended around 1798 / 1800 and manufacture in Ireland tailed off
but continued for a short time with arms being marked with the Tower cypher. Dublin Castle
marked arms are quite rare and consequently sought-after especially in America where they
fetch quite high prices. This example in particularly good condition, good stock, showing some
minor wear commensurate with issue, barrel and lock to a grey / brown patina all marking good.

A Good .566 1800 Pattern Long Sea Service Flintlock Pistol, 126 barrel stamped with the Kings
proofs at the breech, full walnut stock with regulation brass mounts including skull crusher butt-
cap. The stock is stamped at top of the grip with a dated storekeepers stamp a little unclear but
looks like 1805. The flat border engraved lock bears the usual Crown G.R. Tower cypher, original
belt hook to counter lock side. The Long Sea Service flintlock pistol is a classic collectoris gun,
the pistol of the average sailor of Nelsons navy, of the Napoleonic wars, of service and action
both before this turbulent time and after. Long Sea Service Pistol of this type remained in service
into the 1840is. In very good untouched and slightly dirty condition. With fine stock, some minor
bruising commensurate with use, barrel to dull grey / brown steel finish, it is rare to find one of
these pistols with its original belt hook. A good historic and extremely popular collectoris pistol
at a fair price, some dealers are asking over A3500 for similar examples. A2250
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A Good 656 East India Company New Land Pattern 1811-18 Flintlock Pistol, 96 barrel struck with
London proofs and EIC inspection stamps at breech, swivel rammer with EIC pattern long stirrup
hinged at muzzle. Brass mounted full walnut stock, flat style lock struck with EIC rampant Lion
cypher to centre and dated 1811 on tail. This pattern of pistol was produced 1811 to 1818, the
early models were fitted with lock with the standard pan like this and those made 1815 and later
with raised or semi-waterproof pans. Itis an upgrade of the earlier 1808 pistol by the fitting of a
swivel rammer with an unusual style of stirrup (apparently designed by Ezekiel Baker). Copying
the British service New Land pistol. Examples will be found dated 1811 to 1818. The Ordnance
purchased approx. 5000 of this pattern from the E.I.C. between 1812 and 1813 for urgent issue
during the Napoleonic Wars. In India Pistols of this pattern were issued to all E.I.C regular cavalry
some irregular cavalry regiments and artillery units and some Royal Service cavalry regiments
serving in India. They remained in use for many years after they were superseded by the Bakers
pattern pistol in 1819 and would have seen service and action in all the numerous Indian
campaigns 1812 to 1840 as well as in the Peninsular with Royal cavalry regiments. An important
collectorids item for those with an interest in the East India Company and its wars in India as well
as the Napoleonic wars. In exceptionally good condition for one of these, with fine stock, barrel
to grey/blue patina.
